Check- In Times: Sunday 8/24/08 4:00pm - 5:00pm
All players should be checked into camp no later than 5:00pm. Dinner will be served at 5:00pm
after check in so please try to arrive prior to 4:30pm to allow time for the check in process.

Check-In Location: Camp Check-in takes place at the Breezy Point Arena Dormitory located
across the parking lot from the Breezy Point Arena. The Breezy Point Arena and Dormitory are
located at 7370 County Rd 11, Breezy Point, MN 56472. A map is attached.

What to Bring:
Waiver of Liability & Consent to Treat: If you have not already mailed in your waiver of
liability and consent to treat form please bring it with you to check in. All players must
have these forms on file to be at camp.

Clothing: Campers should bring plenty of extra clothing for all types of weather, a
swimsuit, and a towel for swimming. Sorry there are no laundry facilities so bring
everything.
